All made to hold the model off the ground at a
comfortable height for starting and doing flight line
checks.

Y 2 ‘ / 1Y
The rear pivoting arm supports the rear fuselage and can
be swung out of the way.

The main wheels of the Swift locate in the frame and the
pivoting arm with foam rubber attached supports the rear
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fuselage when in the position shown. If the nose of the
model needs to be tilted up to test engine fuel draw the
arm is simply swung out of the way.

With the arm swung out of the way the nose of the model
can be raised while the main wheels are securely
restrained in the cradle.

Not only is it convenient there is also a safety aspect to a
device such as this. Working at a comfortable height with
the model well supported there is less likelihood of
fingers getting tangled up with propellers.

Obviously this only works for the smaller models. Well
done Len.

Battery polarity in Transmitters

One of our members had an unfortunate experience
inserting the battery in his Hitec Optima 9 transmitter.
The battery was removed to charge and on insertion the
plug was inadvertently pushed in the wrong way thereby
reversing the polarity. It went puff and emitted that awful
burnt electrical insulation smell and of course it no longer
works.

Whilst the battery plug and receptacle in the Tx are keyed
to prevent reverse polarity and there is a sticker warning
not to do so, the keying method is not really secure.
There’s a tongue about 6mm long on the socket below
the pins which lines up with the battery plug but that
tongue can easily be forced down allowing the plug to be
inserted the wrong way.

All electrical/electronic equipment is delicate in nature
and needs extreme care when handling the connectors.
This goes for receiver/servo plugs as well.
